Loans from TRF promote urban revitalization through 

the construction of new housing and rehabilitation of

existing homes and apartments. In the suburbs, our loans

help expand the limited supply of homes for low- and

moderate-income families and individuals. Where possible,

we promote mixed-income developments. Many projects

financed by TRF serve the region’s neediest residents,

including seniors and people with special needs. We 

also seek ways to expand homeownership opportunities

that help low- and moderate-income families build assets.

In addition to our lending, The Reinvestment Fund 

periodically works in collaboration with borrowers on

projects offering larger scale, innovation, or greater impact.

Available Financing

TRF’s affordable housing loans typically range from

$25,000 to $4 million. Rates, fees, and collateral vary

based on risk, loan terms, and the social impact of 

the project, as well as the experience of the developer.
